This is a paid internship. Apprentices receive $500 stipend to cover food and travel expenses upon completion of the program.

Time Commitment: 
The Elm Apprentice Company is a rigorous professional training program that requires apprentices to be in attendance for around 20-35 hours a week. Exact hours will vary throughout the summer, and depend on the track. During Tech, hours for both Acting and Tech track Apprentices may increase to up to 42 hours per week.
Overview of Program 
The Elm Apprentice Company Summer Internship is an intensive hands-on training program for students considering a career in the professional theater. It offers an opportunity to become part of a professional theatre company, working alongside actors, directors, designers, and production personnel during our free Shakespeare in the Park summer production.  Applicants may apply for either Tech Track or Acting Track.  Tech Apprentices get the hands-on experience of building and installing the set in the park, and being the run crew for the show. Acting Apprentices are assigned a small role in the production. Actors may also elect to earn Equity Membership Candidate points. Both tracks participate in master classes in a range of theater skills including voice, movement, sound, power tools, basic electrics, fundraising, and more.

Two (2) letters of recommendation from a teacher, mentor, employer, etc. Please have your recommenders email their letters directly to registration@elmshakespeare.org  with the subject line “RECOMMENDATION FOR (your name).”
3: Attend the Audition/Interview
Email registration@elmshakespeare.org  to schedule your time slot. Actors will participate in an hour-long group audition. Tech Candidates will be scheduled for a 15-20 minute interview. The date and time window are listed on our website.
Acting candidates: Please prepare a Shakespeare monologue of approximately 10-15 lines of verse. You will present your monologues in a group setting.  We often look for young actors who dance or move well, and also actors who sing or play an instrument. There will be a brief movement based warm up, so please dress accordingly. You may bring in your instrument if you play one, or come prepared to sing a brief section of a song acapella. 
Tech candidates: You may bring a portfolio of your previous technical theatre projects to share with us if you have one. Please be prepared for an interview in which you describe why you’d like to be a part of the technical team. 
We will notify you whether or not you have been accepted by email by mid May.
